 Though the Church of God does not have a written creed or confession, the following 

statements of faith represent the main stream of our teaching: 

 

 

� We believe in one God revealed in Jesus Christ.  Though one in nature God is Father, 

Son, and Holy Spirit. 
 

� We believe that Jesus Christ is truly God and truly human.  He was born of Mary, was 

crucified for our sins, arose bodily from the dead, rules all things as the ascended Lord 

and will return again. 
 

� We believe in God the Holy Spirit who draws us to God and lives in believers. 

 
 

� We believe that the Bible is the inspired word of God, the written revelation of God’s 

work in Israel and the early Church, and is the final authority for all Christian life and 

faith. 
 

� We believe that humans were created in the image of God, but because of sin are 

separated from God.  The only way to be reconciled to God is by receiving Jesus 

Christ as one’s Savior. 
 

� We believe that the true Church is composed of all persons who have received Christ 

as Savior and are thereby united with all other believers.  We believe that God desires 

unity in the Church for the work of spreading the Good News. 
 

� We believe that the gift of God for the believer is eternal life.  As a gift, it is not 

earned by works.
